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1 Introduction
Thought all of 5 candidates proceeded to the selection phase performed quite well at Qualification, it is important to assess that the winning candidate fulfills the performance requirements in Selection.

Therefore, the sources propose to set a rule to exclude any of unbalanced candidates to be selected.

2 Proposal
We propose the following text as Rule 2 in EVS-5b:
Rule 2
Any candidate codec that systematically fails more than [4 conditions per Set defined in Table 1] will be eliminated.  A fail is considered systematic if a condition does not satisfy the test criterion in a pairwise T-test at the 95% confidence level in any of the listening labs the condition is tested.  Failures in the AMR-WB IO mode are not considered in this criterion and are not a basis of eliminating any candidate codecs.
