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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The VIDEO SWG has the responsibility for general 3GPP SA4 video matters (including 3D and scalable video-related topics).
During SA4#87 the VIDEO SWG dealt with the TV profile (TVProf) work item and 3 new Work/Study Items proposals.
On the TV profile work item, we first agreed a draft version of the technical specification on TV profiles integrating the agreements from the 2 previous telcos. We also progressed on different video codec related aspects such as timing information, signaling and video normal vs. full range.

DASH mapping of the TV profiles was also reviewed and mostly agreed to be integrated into the TV profiles specification. As a consequence, the draft specification on TV profiles in version 1.2.0 is generated and to be presented to SA4 plenary asking the agreement to send it to SA plenary for approval. In order to complete the Work Item, 2 CRs are also produced amending the TV profiles in both PSS and MBMS user services specifications. Tentative to the agreement of these 3 documents we will be able to declare the completion of the TVProf Work Item. The VIDEO SWG chairman would like to thank the participants for their hard work within a limited time on this topic, especially Ericsson and Qualcomm.

We also reviewed proposals for new work under the scope of the VIDEO SWG.

Firstly, we reviewed a Study Item proposal on Virtual Reality. Even if the definition of Virtual Reality (vs Augmented Reality) is not crystal clear and will have to be clarified, the topic found a significant level of interest in order to study if and how VR can be added to 3GPP services. It is worthwhile to be noted that the Study Item not only includes visual presentation formats, but also audio VR related aspects as well as audiovisual experiences. A Study Item proposal is to be presented to SA4 plenary for agreement.

Secondly, we discussed a discussion paper for a potential study item proposal anticipating the SA1 service requirements on TV enhancements. The service requirements are expected to be complete prior to the next SA4 meeting and the submission of a study item proposal for agreement is expected. It is anticipated that the work will require work in different 3GPP groups including SA2 and RAN, and also require work in the video and MBS SWGs.
Finally, we also reviewed a Study Item proposal related to video telephony quality of service metrics and related test methodologies. After some discussions it was clarified that the work would focus on UE characteristics and performance for video telephony to extend what is already specified by 3GPP for voice (in TS 26.131 and TS 26.132). It was decided to continue with off line discussions with purpose to submit to SA4 Plenary a Study Item Proposal (with general endorsement, but without formal agreement at the VIDEO SWG level).
