Cédric: remove “one” and “second” (category)

Charles: ok

Seung: native apps work for particular device and not OS. Is that intentional?
Charles: took this from web definitions. You may be right it’s more OS specific.

Frédéric: suggests Device/OS since there is a dependency on both. Certain pass are portable to several devices with same OS. Others aren’t.

Seung: are the categories defined in TS 26.346 ?

Charles: not in TS 26.346 but at last meeting they were added to the TR.

Frédéric: Cédric ‘s suggestion was to refer in the hybrid app to only refer to native and web apps wrapped into it.

Charles: agreed  (and edited online).

This document provides an analysis of the service interactivity use cases and associated derived requirements as captured in clauses 4.2.1 and 4.2.4, respectively, in TR 26.953, and identifies potential gaps in current MBMS and PSS service layer functionality for supporting the derived requirements.
Cédric: what is a DASH event ?
Charles: the event mechanisms defined in MPEG DASH.

Cédric: why do we need an API ?

Charles: was pointed out in the past. If you want an app to be notified you need some sort of API for the API to register to get interactivity notifications. We haven’t defined such API for apps to register callbacks.

Thomas: there is a lot of discussion on how to enable interactivity in different context. Hope the smoke clears when many people look at this. Hope we will have a much better view once we reach normative stage. We basically move the events to the DOM object model and do the interactivity in the tracks, in the browser basically. There are pros/cons. Depends how much you want to sync the events to the media. I had a question on the use case. I’m a bit confused about the issue of broadcast in a sense. What does a broadcast notification means? Notifications terminate in a layer below.
Charles: if you want some activity to take place at non preset times you need such functionality.

Thomas: is it a push notification?

Charles: whether its broadcast or unicast doesn’t really matter.

Thomas: just want to understand whether it’s limited to broadcast distribution or is it a service aspects where you basically push notifications.

Charles: suggest I remove the word broadcast?
Frédéric: would it help?
Thomas: it’s a service aspect the notification and not a distribution. Ok to remove broadcast as a first step. Not to replace it.

Cédric: on the last sentence. It could be resolved by the API. What does this mean ?

Charles: DASH doesn’t define the API framework that’s all I’m saying. Don’t say what we should do.

Frédéric: highlights a gap with any recommendation.

Seung: that section only has live or dynamic event. The scheduled event is not in scope of this gap analysis ?

Charles: it covers both. It should be applicable to both even though only live type events are given as example. We could add more text to cove the other case.
Seung: I will make further suggestions.

4.5 will be created and agreed text added.

Section 2.1.4 The first and second gap analysis summary bullets were agreed with the word broadcast removed.
