Since the development of the LTE_VoLTE_ViLTE_enh-Core feature has not been completed by the RAN groups (this is expected by March 2017), the building block on media handling aspects under scope in SA4 based on the LTE_VoLTE_ViLTE_enh-S4 work item cannot be finalized due to dependencies on the RAN-level feature specification, including signalling of access network bitrate recommendation from eNB to UE, as well as signalling of ABNR query from UE to eNB. Since the RAN groups will complete the LTE_VoLTE_ViLTE_enh-Core feature specification by March 2017, it is desirable to allow SA4 an additional meeting (SA4#93) to finalize the work on the building block addressing media handling aspects toward ensuring complete alignment to the core RAN feature. It is expected that all work item objectives will be completed by this time with the following media handling aspects specified in TS 26.114:

1- Adaptation requirements, recommendations and guidelines for speech and video adaptation mechanisms , in response to the availability of RAN-recommended UL/DL bitrate information at the MTSI client (on both MTSI sender and receiver sides), including impacts on adaptation triggers, sender behaviors and receiver behaviors

2- Specify how RTCP-APP or RTP  CMR for speech rate adaptation can utilize RAN-recommended UL/DL  bitrate information 
3- Specify how RTCP feedback (e.g., TMMBR, TMMBN messages of CCM, etc.) messages for video rate adaptation can utilize RAN-recommended UL/DL bitrate information
