A.x Gaps related to definition of NSD operations 
This clause outlines gaps identified in [2], related to definition of NSD operations.
A.x.1 Network Service Descriptor Management interface
There are multiple references in [2], Annex C, to “Network Service Descriptor interface” with reference to operations Update Network Service Descriptor, Query Network Service Descriptor, Delete Network Service Descriptor. However such interface is not defined in [2]. On the other hand, there is Network Service Descriptor Management interface ([2], 7.1.1) which includes these three operations. 
A.x.2 Network Service Descriptor states

The document [2] does not provide clear definition of NSD states. Such definition is needed to conclude which operations can be applied to the NSD at the given moment.
