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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks CT1 for their LS on usage of P-Charging-Vector header field. It is our understanding that CT1 is requesting clarification on the need to send P-Charging-Vector headers in subsequent requests and responses and, more specifically, in target refresh requests and responses.

According to TS 32.240, specifically for Inter Operator Identification (IOI), when a SIP request or SIP response is passed out of an IMS network, the IOI identity of the network is included in the SIP signalling. The set of transit networks utilized for each request could be different and their IOI identities must be captured within each request independently.
For this reason, it is necessary that the P-Charging-Vector, which transports the IOI information, be included in subsequent and target refresh requests and responses.
