Detailed proposal

This contribution proposes the group to agree the statement as follows;
For MAMO_VNF-CM, VNF should be specified as a service producer for VNF configuration management over the Ve-Vnfm-vnf reference point.
For MAMO_VNF-FM, VNF should be specified as a service producer for VNF fault management over the Ve-Vnfm-vnf reference point.
For MAMO_VNF-PM, VNF should be specified as a service producer for VNF performance management over the Ve-Vnfm-vnf reference point.
For MAMO_VNF-LCM, no specific entity is identified as a service producer.
