(1) Place meanings of Mandatory and Optional regarding Information Service and Solution Set documents in one place, i.e., in Architecture document and not (as currently done) in all Information Service and Solution Set documents.

(2) Emphasise the meaning of the terms in different context.

Localise the definitions of Mandatory and Optional in one document

At present, the terms Mandatory and Optional are defined in all Information Service and Solution Set documents.  It is desirable that they be placed in one document, possibly 32.106, so that all Information Service and Solution Set documents can refer to.  It also can focus SA5 members to discuss this important and common definition in one setting, rather than to repeat the same discussion among different sub groups.

Definition of Mandatory and Optional

Depending on context, whether they are used in Information Service or in Solution Set, the definitions of these two terms can differ.

· Information Service Context

Operations, notifications, parameters (of operation and notification) and attributes (of Alarm Information) are defined in Information Service documents and qualified by mandatory (M) or optional (O).  

Mandatory means that the subject (i.e., operation, notification, parameter or attribute) shall be specified in all Solution Set documents as mandatory. 

Optional means that the subject shall be specified in all Solution Set documents if it is technically possible. When it is present or specified in Solution Set, it must be optional.

Solution Set Context

Regarding Operations/Methods

· System shall implement mandatory operations/methods.  System may implement optional operation/method.

· System shall use mandatory notification.  System may use optional notification.

Regarding parameters of operation/method/notification

· System shall support mandatory parameters in operation/method/notification.  System may support optional parameters.  
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
