Document Summary:
This document proposes that the document structure of Telecom Management standardisation shall be more similar to other areas of standardisation within 3GPP.






Specification(s) involved:
TS 32.104 , 32.106 & 32.111







Our proposal is that SA5 has TSs in three “levels”. The highest level of TSs shall cover general aspects of Telecom Management. Next level shall cover more detailed aspects of specific areas, such as CM, FM and PM. The third level shall be the “protocol level” i.e. IRP related documents.

The TSs 32.101 and 32.102 covers the first level. The other 32.xxx TSs without the IRP related annexes covers next level. The Third level is the IRP related Annexes. The essential part of our proposal is to give these IRP related annexes status as TSs.

One benifit from this proposal is that if any solution set is delayed due to for example the lack or lateness of contributions it would still be possible to complete the rest of the SA5 TSs for release 99.
