1.1.1 S5-TR01 rev002, Management Level Procedures and Interaction with UTRAN

Tdoc S5A000013 & S5A000018: S5 TR01 Work Item Proposal

This work item will capture the high-level operational requirements and guidelines for identifying solutions to manage a multi-vendor network effectively

Mannesmann submitted this contribution:

This contribution shows the Management Level Procedures and Interaction with UTRAN for the Iub interface. This is rev 002 of the document. 
Mannesmann presented the document.  Mainly the Introduction and Scope section are updated to reflect the current scope of the document and to align it with the scope of SA5. Other parts also had some minor modifications, see history section and revision.

The revised sections of the document were reviewed and comments taken, there were also comments on some of the unchanged sections.

1.2 User Equipment Management

Tdoc S5A000019: 3G Terminal Management Discussion Paper. Vodafone-AirTouch Submitted this paper.

This contribution is a discussion paper on Terminal Management.  Terminal Management allows user equipment to be managed remotely.

Vodafone-AirTouch  presented the document. The main areas covered were Definition, Scope, Examples, Benefits and Potential areas for further standardisation.

There was a general discussion on how the document and how best to proceed. It was agreed that SA5 should initially only identify the requirements of Terminal Management and this would be best addressed by bringing a CR proposal for 32.102 to add detail to the Terminal Management place-holder already present in that document. A suggestion was made to use the term User Equipment Management rather than Terminal Management and it is likely that future contributions will use this term.

Vodafone agreed to take the action to work on this CR proposal. It was agreed to make Terminal Management part of the presentation at the joint session with TMF.

1.3 32.140 Service Management

1.3.1 Service Management Work Item Proposal.

Tdoc S5A000015, S5A000020, S5A000024: Revised Draft Work Item Proposal on Service Management


BT submitted this contribution, It is a revised draft of the Service Management Work Item Proposal approved at the last SA5 meeting (S5-000299) but rejected by SA #8.

The SA5 chairman reported the reasons why SA#8 rejected the original work item proposal, i.e. clearer definition of impact and involvement of other TSG’s required.

The Chairman also reported that the GSM Association are interested in supporting this type of work and are likely to convey this interest to 3GPP prior to the next SA meeting.

BT presented the revised draft of the Work item proposal, comments were taken and some further updates were agreed. France Telecom requested to be added as a supporting company to the work-item. It was agreed the term Service Operations Management will be used in future for this work item. An updated draft was prepared based on the comments received was prepared and can be found in  Tdoc S5A000020, some final updates can be found in S5A000024

1.4.1 Presentations

A joint session of the AR/PR group and the TMF Mobile Market Center was convened at the TMF Action week at the Hyatt Capitol Hill.

The AR/PR group made a presentation (Tdoc S5A000021) outlining the achievements of 3GPP SA5 to date for R99 and the plans of the AR/PR group for R2000 in the areas of Service Operations Management and User Equipment Management.

The TMF Mobile Market Center made presentations on their completed Catalyst project in the area of Service Quality Management. They also outlined their plans regarding just started projects in the areas of Terminal Management and Service Quality Management measurements.

A presentation from Orange UK titled “The Challenge of Terminal Management” was contributed and is available in Tdoc S5A000023.

The project leader of the TMF CCM Catalyst project made a presentation also to the meeting.

Following the presentation a discussion was held on the potential for co-operation. The consensus of the meeting was that the TMF MMC project work is complimentary to the standardization work of 3GPP SA5, and the two groups should try to work together. Some immediate plans to co-operate in the area of Terminal Management were made and are detailed below. Co-operation in the area of Configuration Management has begun at this meeting and is further detailed below.

1.4.2 Terminal Management
Following some discussion it was agreed that in the area of Terminal Management there was scope for co-operation between TMF MMC and SA5. It was agreed to exchange contributions in this area.

The immediate action is on TMF MMC to contribute the first draft of its Terminal Management Project description for submission to 3GPP SA5#14 in Milan. The most appropriate method to receive this contribution (e.g. individual company contribution is to be determined yet).

This project will take a phased approach and will initially focus on the Software Upgrade area.

The SA5 AR-PR group will review this material and feedback comments to TMF MMC prior to their next meeting (Nov 13 in Chicago).

1.4.3 Service Quality Management Measurements
The material presented by TMF’s project leader in the area of Service Quality Management measurements (Laure Aigrot of ADC Metrica e-mail: laure_aigrot@adc.com) may be of interest to the PM rapporteur group to help in taking a top-down view on the definition of measurements. This project aims to identify measurements that can be used to capture an end-users perception of Quality of Service.

This project intends to adopt a mapping methodology similar to that used in the TMF’s Service Quality Management Catalyst project, this methodology is based on ETSI ETR 003.

1.4.4 Common Configuration Management
The project leader (Mr. Ulrich Schroer of Mannesmann Mobilfunk) made a presentation to the group outlining the work currently underway in the area of Configuration Management.

Mr. Schroer indicated that the project sponsors would submit the object model and solution set of the project as a contribution to 3GPP SA5.

The first such contributions have been made to the SA5 CM group by T-Mobil, Mannesmann and Viag Interkom at this meeting.
