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ITU-T SG 4 would like to inform you that we have initiated approval via the AAP process of the following documents:

3. New Recommendation X.780.1  "TMN Guidelines for Defining Coarse-grained CORBA Managed Object Interface"
4. New Recommendation Q.816.1 “CORBA-Based TMN Services Extensions to Support Coarse-Grained Interfaces.”
5. Q.816 Amendment to Profile OMG Services 
6. Revised Recommendation M.3120 “CORBA Generic Network And NE Level Information Model”  
7. New Recommendation Q.821.1 (formerly known as Q.821-CORBA)  "CORBA Alarm Management Model"
8. New Recommendation Q.822.1 (formerly known as Q.822-CORBA)  "CORBA-Based TMN Performance Management Service"
These documents are attached.

The Corrigenda to Q.816 (item 2 above) revises NOTIF-9 for clarity.  We hope this is helpful in addressing point 2 in your liaison.  

X.780.1 and Q.816.1 (items 3 and 4) extend the TMN CORBA framework to include using coarse-gained interfaces that are defined on a class basis.  (The previously defined X.780 and Q.816 use fine-grained instance based interfaces.)  The two kinds of interfaces can co-exist.

We would also like to point out to you that item 5 above provides profiles of the OMG services that Q.816 uses, including the OMG Notification service.

The revised Recommendation M.3120 (item 6) defines both fine and coarse-grained interfaces

Items 7 and 8 are CORBA versions of Alarm Management and Performance Management that your liaison inquired about.

We will keep you informed on any additional progress we make on the use of CORBA.

In your previous liaison to us you requested that we address the issue of CORBA in relationship to the TMN conformance statements found in M.3010.   Q18/4 and Q7/4 are jointly working on this topic.  Q18/4 is in the process of revising Q.811 and Q.812 to better reflect the way CORBA can be used in the TMN and Q7/4 is in the process of revising the M.3010 conformance statements. We will keep you informed of our progress on this work.
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
