1.2 Executive summary

1.2.1 Achievements of this meeting

The class diagram was discussed and it was agreed that a ProxyClass is not appropriate to hold the state and status attribute. It was agreed to investigate if a dedicated class shall be introduced in the Repertoire that allows to hold the state and status attributes.

The benefits and drawbacks of the getStateAttributes operation and of the notifyStateChange notification were discussed. No agreement was reached.

The question if interdependencies between states of related IOCs shall be specified was raised It was agreed to add in a first step a dedicated chapter to the IS for this. This chapter shall describe what is specified in ITU-T and shall serve as a baseline text for further discussions.

3.1 S5-026053: Report of E-mail discussion on the methodology of defining the state and status attributes in TS 32.672
The report was presented. Based on the outcome of the E-mail discussion S5-026056 was produced by Siemens.

3.3 S5-026055: Report of E-mail discussion on inclusion of state attributes in several IOCs of the NRMs
It was agreed to not have a common support qualifier for READ-WRITE but to have an individual one for READ and an individual one foe WRITE.

3.4 S5-026056: Methodology updates for the State Management IRP: IS

During the discussion it turned out that “ProxyClass” is not appropriate to hold the state and status attributes, since the semantics of this class implies that either all or none of the state ans status attributes is used by the IOC that the ProxyClass is representing. It was agreed to complement the Repertoire by a new stereotyped class allowing the IOC which is represented by this class to use an arbitrary subset of all state and status attributes.
