· TR 32.802
· The UEM aspects of S5-020338 were reviewed; it's contents include the decisions made during TSG SA#15.

· The S5-020311 LS from S3 on the User Equipment Management Feasibility Study indicates S3 will create a work item to cover UEM security. SA3 have not identified any major issues with the security aspects discussed in the TR. SA3 have not identified any security-related changes that would be required before the TR is presented to SA. No reply from SA5 is needed.

· The S5-020313 LS from S3 on support of subscriber certificates was CC'd to SA5. It is assumed that SA5 were copied for information and that no action from SA5 is needed.

· The joint meeting between SWG-A and T2 SWG2 is going ahead as scheduled. S5A020132 contains an email reply from the UEM Rapporteur to the T2 SWG2 chair to confirm the jont meeting.

· Contribution S5-022018 was presented by  Frank Peeters (Alcatel). This contribution included a draft document from the Auto-Configuration Working Group in the DSL Forum entitled "Automatic Service Configuration Based On UPnP". UPnP (User Plug n Play) was developed for configuring and managing PC centric peripheral devices and could be applicable to UEM. The document was discussed and seems to be relevant at the protocol level; it proposes to extend the UPnP concepts and use the new name SPnP. The use of SSL is proposed for security purposes however there is an outstanding issue on how does the device know whether or not to use SSL.

· TR 32.802 is estimated to be 95% complete.

· Joint meeting on User Equipment Management (UEM) between SA5 SWG-A and T2 SWG2
· The joint meeting on UEM between SA5 SWG-A and T2 SWG2 took place on 4/4/01 8:45-12:30. The agenda for the joint meeting is contained in S5-022006. Michael Truss (Motorola, chairman of both SA5 and SWG-A) agreed to chair the meeting. A file listing the joint meeting attendees is included in the S5-022004 zip file.
· The UEM Rapporteur presented the changes to the TR 32.802 document since 15th Feb. 2002 (TR 32.802 v1.0.2), that was the last version reviewed by T2. Comments were made by the meeting attendees on both the changed and unchanged parts of the document. The comments on the document included:

· Add a statement in the scope (clause 1) saying the document is targeted at UEM over the air and is not targeted at UEM over the other interfaces.

· There was considerable discussion on clause 5, particularly on Figure 1 the UEM role model. Brendan McKenna (Jinny Software/Acotel Group) didn't like the term "UEM Consumers" and it was agreed to change the term to "UE Managers".  Ericsson proposed an alternative diagram and this is in contribution S5-022013. An attempt needs to be made to resolve the issues raised on Figure 1. 

· There was a discussion over the use of the words subscriber, owner and user and UEM. What permission (if any) should be obtained before the UEM interactions and at what level of granularity. What does the user chose to be informed about and chose not to be informed about. Gunilla Bratt (Ericsson, T2 Vice-Chairman) pointed out that TS 23.227 "Application and User interaction in the UE: Principles and specific requirements" already covers this area. The chairman said that if this work has already been done then that should be used. Bo Johansson (Ericsson) added that MExE could be another reference on this.

· The document needs to be updated to use the correct wording for a 3GPP technical report (eg. should not use contain the word "must").

· Discussion of the T2-SWG2 LS (S5-020146-T2-020116).

· The discussion concentrated on the areas of disagreement that were highlighted in the LS rather than on the areas of agreement (that were also included in the LS).

· The UEM Rapporteur said he didn't understand the request "To re-consider the change from post-REL-5 to REL-6" expressed in the LS in section 2 and the actions section. The TR only contains 4 references to Rel-6, of which one is used in a definition of “post 3GPP Release 5” and the rest are all relating to functionality that is not included in Release 6.

· There was considerable discussion on the LS Annex clauses 6.3 and 6.4. Some wanted the TR 6.3 and 6.4 clauses deleted, others insisted that they remain. It was agreed to delete Figure 4 and to move text from clause 6.3.6 to the start of clause 6.3. Clause 6.3 should discuss the different types of software updates and some of the issues and complexity.

· A reference will be added to 22.016 for the definition of the IMEI. There was a discussion about whether the IMEI and IMEISV can be updated during a UE software update. Currently it is the manufacturer's decision as to whether the IMEI and IMEISV are updated during a UE software upgrade. Also 22.016 has been recently changed to include "The IMEI shall not be changed after the ME’s final production process. It shall resist tampering, i.e. manipulation and change, by any means (e.g. physical, electrical and software)." 

· On clause 6.4 Gunilla Bratt (Ericsson) recommended that standardising APIs in UE for diagnostic purposes would be a much better than operators having to handle numerous different diagnostic programs to be downloaded to separate types of UE.

· It was agreed to move text from clause 6.4.6 to the start of clause 6.4.

· Brendan McKenna (Jinny Software/Acotel Group) asked that all the assumptions made in the document be specifically identified. Please send any assumptions that are not documented in the TR to the UEM Rapporteur.
