Li Yewen received his bachelor degree in Mathematics 1988 from JiangXi University He joined JiangXi Electronic Instrument Ltd in 1988 and worked 8 years in software design and implementation. In 1996, He returned to Beijing University of Posts and Telecommunications (BUPT). His Major is Network Operation and Maintenance. He received his master degree in April 1999 and Ph.D degree May 2002 in Communication and Information System. 

When pursuing his degree, Li Yewen was involved in the OSS project started by China national 863 high technology project - C3G (China 3G) from 1999 until 2002 with the support of Ministry of Information Industry (MII) in China.
