Justification

Repeater is one of  the equipments which can be used in UTRAN network to improve the network coverage. Most of time, repeater vendor implement Repeater Monitoring System to manage the Repeaters and carry all or part of the FCAPS function define in TMN.   From the TMN view point, the Repeater Monitoring System is a kind element management system (EMS) which should be managed by Network Management System (NMS) through itf-N. From 3GPP Itf-N view point, the Itf-N interface can be reused by NMS to manage the repeater subsystem. However, in 3GPP solution level, the CORBA solution set is too heavy to manage the repeater subsystem.  New high performance light protocol is expected defined by 3GPP specifications. 

This WT propose to introduce SNMP as a light protocol to support Repeater Monitoring System Itf-N.
