Rationale

Objective: 

- Have consistent documentation structure for all IRP requirements

- Have traceable and testable requirements
- All requirements shall fulfil some basic objectives, such as being based on relevant Use cases.

Detailed proposal

Principles 
A new TS in 32.15x should be created, containing the template for IRP requirement specifications.
The following basic objectives shall be fulfilled by all IRP requirements specifications, to be described in the new 32.15x. 
1. All requirements shall be clear, unambiguous and testable.
2. All requirements shall be tagged unambiguously.  This would allow Use cases to refer to them explicitly.  This would also allow IS-defined constructs, such as operations, notifications and IOCs to refer to them explicitly.  Explicit references provide traceability.
3. All IRP requirement specifications in Rel7 should gradually be updated as soon as possible to follow the new template if possible. For new IRP requirements TSs, the new template must be followed.
4. All requirements shall be based on relevant Use cases, and the latter shall be described with the Use case template defined in TR 32.803. Each requirement shall refer to the relevant Use case(s) by subclause number(s) of the Use cases.  Each Use case should refer to requirements by requirement-tags.
As a reminder to item 4, in the Scope of 32.803 it states “It is intended that this applies only to the Subscription Management (SuM) work item in Release 6.”, and during the Rel6 discussions to complete 32.803, it was also stated as agreed that we should use that template for all Use cases in Rel7. It has also been said numerous times during the Rel6 and Rel7 work that we need to base requirements on relevant Use cases, and so we have done many times, but mostly these Use cases have only been documented in Tdocs (and therefore will not be documented and published together with the published requirements – Tdocs are simply “lost to the after world”). Nor have those Use cases been described using the agreed template in 32.803.
