About this requirement-“Is a rule valid for all IRPManagers or only for the IRPManager who requested it?”, currently there are two points of view: 

1. The rule is only valid for the IRPManager who requested it.
2. The rule is valid for all IRPManagers.
In fact, there are scenarios that multi-IRPManagers manage the same IRPAgent. 

So here we suggest:

A rule can be valid for one or more IRPManagers and different IRPManagers can use different rules in the same IRPAgent.

Detailed proposal

We suggest adding the following statement into the requirement:

A rule can be valid for one or more IRPManagers and different IRPManagers can use different rules in the same IRPAgent.
We provide a detailed solution as an implement example in the following. Our objective is just to tell that the implement of the new requirement we suggested is not so complicated.
1， Every rule has a subscribers list, which consists of the IRPManagers who has subscribed to it.

2， Every rule is only valid for its subscribers list. 

3， When an IRPManager requests the IRPAgent to define a rule, the IRPAgent will check:

a) If the rule has never been defined, then the rule will be defined and the IRPManager will be added to the rule’s subscribers list. 

b) If the rule has already been defined, then the rule will be re-used and the IRPManager will be added to the rule’s subscribers list.  

4， When an IRPManager requests the IRPAgent to delete a rule:

a) The IRPAgent will remove the IRPManager from the rule’s subscribers list. The rule is not valid to that requesting IRPManager any more.

b) Then the IRPAgent will check the rule’s subscribers list. If the list is empty, the IRPAgent will delete the rule.
