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Rationale

Past:

[1] was presented at SA5#69. Conclusion of email discussion S5eOAM0289 was to base a CR to 32.502 on this document. 
Present:

[2], [3] and [4] consequently proposes IS and SSs to extend existing notification notifyScProcessStage to request ARCF data and to extend existing operation resumeScProcess to transport them. To complete this, [6] proposed the necessary support object classes. 

[7] requests to allow also bulk CM to be used to transport the ARCF data. In offline discussions it was requested that this should explicitly be an alternative option to the using an extension of resumeScProcess.
Future

In order to fulfil these requests several things need to be done:

1. It is needed to extend the relevant IOCs in 32.762 by the ARCF data. Problem with that is: That not all ARCF data are modelled as attribute in the E-UTRAN NRM IRP. But introducing them unchecked directly into it would result in them being available also for basic CM operation. Data should not be introduced into the NRM just because of self-configuation aspects. Therefore these attributes should receive a new support qualifier expressing the fact, that the can only be written once via Itf-N.

2. To have two equivalent options which are easily identifiable as such, instead of an extension of resumeScProcessStage better a separate operation specific for ARCF data transport is defined .

So the new approach proposal for ARCF in short summary is:

1. Extend existing notifyScProcessStage to request ARCF Data – in [7]
2. Option 1 to transport ARCF data: New ARCF operation resumeWithArcfData – in [7]
3. Option 2 to transport ARCF data: Re-use of bulkCM – in [7]

4. A write-only-once support qualier is newly define in 32.150 – in [8]

5. Extend object classes in 32.762 by attributes representing the ARCF Data (– in [9]) with this new support qualifier.
