E-UTRAN deactivation mechanisms

When eNB receives the S1- Deactivate Trace message it shall deactivate the Trace Session for the indicated Trace Reference. 
.If the eNB receives a DEACTIVATE TRACE message with an unknown Trace Reference then it is considered an error condition and the DEACTIVATE TRACE message is ignored.

If the eNB receives a DEACTIVATE TRACE message with a known Trace Reference but an unknown Trace Recording Session Reference then it is not considered an error condition and eNB can deactivate the trace Session and stop the Trace Recording Session(s) based on the receipt of a valid Trace Reference. In other words, for Trace deactivation, the Trace Recording Session Reference is not needed in the DEACTIVATE TRACE message
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
