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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 would like to thank TM Forum for their invitation. 3GPP SA5 would like to stress its support to the development of converged network management standards in conjunction with other SDOs and Fora involved in network management. 
From the beginning of 2010, 3GPP SA5 has initiated several studies and work items related to converged network management. In addition to this work, 3GPP SA5 and TM Forum have two ongoing joint working groups (JWG) on FM Harmonization and Modelling Alignment. In order to satisfy operators’ requirements and provide concrete results in the required time frame, it is important for 3GPP SA5 to build on this joint effort and possibly extend it instead of starting a new initiative.
In order to better understand the proposal from TM Forum, we would appreciate clarifications on the items listed as follows: 

· BP 80-11 is an internal TM Forum document and 3GPP has not formally received it. We consider the decision of the TM Forum to expand the ongoing harmonization work to other SDOs and Fora as an internal TM Forum decision. We recommend discussing the extension of the ongoing harmonization work to other organizations in the 3GPP SA5-TM Forum JWG meetings and in the 3GPP SA5-TM Forum steering committee.
· 3GPP SA5 is in favour of building a peer to peer cooperation with other SDOs and Fora triggered by a common motivation to align our respective specifications while fully respecting ownership and decision power of the involved organizations. Any multi-SDO initiative will have to be in line with this approach and shall provide the required transparency and equal rights to all partners. 
· We cannot see in the invitation from TM Forum which SDOs and Fora are invited for this July meeting. This makes it difficult for 3GPP SA5 to evaluate the relevance and the correct timing of this invitation. Also, we would like to make sure that this initiative has been coordinated with NGMN and the NGCOR project.
· For 3GPP SA5, the working procedures and the governance aspects are key issues to address before starting any technical work. We would like to make sure that this order of priority is respected and that those aspects are defined in a peer to peer manner among partners. This includes a clear understanding and appropriate handling of IPR aspects.
· In order to concretely progress, we do not agree with the limitation to two representatives from each SDO or Forum. Furthermore, any 3GPP SA5 representative(s) in such meeting will need to seek for 3GPP SA5 approval before committing to an action plan. We need to review the rules for participation and, more generally, we would prefer not to impose any rules before they have been discussed with the concerned organizations.
We are looking forward to receiving more information from TM Forum on the points raised by 3GPP SA5 above.
