The RG session was held on 7th May Q4.
Identified important LSs:

S5-111905 from SA5#77: this LS contains the the SA5 approved PM specifications.

S5-112324 from SA5#78: incoming LS from BBF asking several questions on the measurements and asking to use a specific template for introducing PM into their data model.

S5-112705 from SA5#78: Outgoing LS containing the answers to the questions raised by BBF on PM counters.

During the discussion it has been identified that the main problem is that BBF does not understand how our PM specs are organized and how they can insert the Sa5 defined PMs into their data model, while 3GPP Sa5 does not understand the proposed template for the data model.

We have taken a closer look at the proposed template from BBF.

We identified how the Sa5 PM spec can be translated into the BBF specific data model template.

The translation is described in the following table:

It was questioned whether this translation should be done in 3GPP or in BBF. 

CMCC should be asked as TS rapporteur whether they have resources to do this translation. If not this guidance will be given to BBF and we expect BBF to do the detailed work based on the given translation guidelines.

It was also identified that certain PM has several subcounters and each subcounter needs to be specified as a separate attribute in the BBF data model. However the amount of subcounter is not directly defined in the SA5 specifications, but there is a reference to the related signalling specification without a detailed clause number or without expansion of the subcounters. 
It was agreed to give an Action Item to the TS rapportuer (Chen Gang from China Mobile) to provide CR to the TS 32.452 and 32.453 to resolve the issue on the subcounters.
