Rationale

The latest draft needs to be corrected for the following issues:
- ManagedFunction IOC needs not and should not be shown in the UML diagram 4.2.1.1, as its containment of  the imported IOCs from 28.602 is defined in 28.602.
- In the UML diagrams, the 32-series NRM  IOC import references need to be updated to the corresponding 28-series NRMs
- Link IOC subclass names need to follow the naming rules stated in the Link IOC definition: 

For the subclasses of Link, the following rules apply: 

1. The subclass names shall have the form “Link_<X>_<Y>”, where <X> is a string that represents the IOC at one end of the association related to the particular Link subclass, and <Y> is a string that represents the IOC at the other end of the association. For the order of the two strings, <X> shall come alphabetically before <Y>. 

2. In case <X> and <Y> are YyyFunction IOCs (inheriting from ManagedFunction and on first level below ManagedElement), the <X> and <Y> strings shall have the same form as the legal values of the managedElementType attribute (see clause 4.5.1), e.g. “Auc”.  Otherwise <X> and <Y> shall be the full IOC names.

Thus, two valid examples of Link subclass names would be: Link_As_Cscf and Link_Mrfc_Mrfp.

- Two of the Link IOC subclasses defined herein are already defined in 28.602 (one of them also wrongly spelled due to the naming rules mentioned above): Link_3GPPAAAServer_HSS and Link_3GPPAAAProxy_3GPPAAAServer. So they should not be defined in the IOC definition section in 28.612 again. However, they should still be shown (as imported from 28.602) in the UML class diagram 4.2.1.1 as they are used to show support for two EPC-related reference points SWx and SWd.
Finally, the Scope is also aligned with other 28-series NRM ISs (one sentence replaced with a standard text).
