Charging information for ProSe Direct Discovery
For ProSe Direct Discovery, the ProSe Function shall collect the following charging information:

-
identity of the mobile subscriber using the ProSe functionality, e.g. IMSI;

-
identity of the PLMN where the ProSe functionality is used;

-
specific ProSe functionality used, e.g. Announcing, Monitoring, or Match Report;

-
role of the UE in the ProSe, e.g. Announcing UE, Monitoring UE;

-
model of the Direct Discovery used by the UE, e.g. Model A, or Model B; 

-
the validity pediod associated with ProSe App Code allocated to an Announcing UE;

-
the PLMN ID(s) extracted from the set of Filters provided for a Monitoring UE and the associated validity period;

-
the PLMN ID(s) extracted from the ProSe App Code(s) and the monitored PLMN ID(s) with the timestamp(s) reported by a Monitoring UE in the Match Report, which is triggered by the Monitoring UE when the ProSe Application Code(s) that matches the Discovery Filters does not have ProSe Application ID(s) already locally stored that correspond to this ProSe Application Code(s);

ProSe App ID used in the ProSe Direct Discovery;

Application ID related to the ProSe Direct Discovery.

The charging information shall be collected when a UE performs ProSe Direct Discovery, including Announcing Request, Monitoring Request, and Match Report.
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
