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Abstract: Rework of assumptions for service continuity based on proposal in S6-150498 (AI 6.2) to only proceed with solution 8-1 and to not proceed with solution 8-2.
Discussion

The assumptions for service continuity for MCPTT need to be revisited based on recent developments in SA2.

SA2#109 decided to not provide service continuity mechanisms at ProSe level for Rel-13. Consequently, any mechanism would have to be provided at application layer.

Service continuity between on-network service and UE-to-network relay service, for both group calls and private calls, can be achieved via solution 8-1 from 3GPP TR 23.779. This solution has no impact on application layer as it reused existing mechanisms from IMS service continuity.

Solution 8.2, for service continuity between on-network service and off-network service, has impacts on IMS service continuity feature. It may require work in SA2 and would require stage 3 work in CT1.
Considering the schedule for Rel-13, and also keeping in mind that service continuity between on-network and off-network case was somehow acknowledged by SA1 to be of lower priority compared to service continuity between on-network and UE-to-network relay (see LS in S6-150112), it is therefore proposed to not pursue solution 8.2 for Rel-13, which means that service continuity will not be provided between on-network and off-network, but only between on-network and UE-to-network relay.

Proposal
It is proposed to review and approve the following changes on new TS 23.179. A companion p-CR on TR 23.779 is provided in S6-150498 to capture the proposal.

Service continuity

Service continuity feature shall only be supported between MCPTT on-network service and MCPTT UE-to-network relay service, for both group calls and private calls.






The MCPTT UE, prior to going out of E-UTRAN coverage, should attempt to make use of a ProSe UE-to-network relay in order to support the service continuity.
