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Abstract: This contribution proposes consistent use of terms, Primary and Partner, throughout TS.
The terms, Primary and Partner, were introduced in SA1 to clearly differentiate MCPTT applications from home and visited as used by the existing 3GPP specifications.  With my SA1 baggage of these terms when reading clause 5.2.3, I am confused and wonder if the correct term is being used or if yet another term is being introduced.
5.2.3
Media routing requirements

The voice media flow for an individual call shall be routed according to one of the following two options:

Option 1.

Through the Primary MCPTT application, i.e. the MCPTT application controlled by the Home organisation if both parties in the call belong to the same organisation.

Through the Primary MCPTT applications of each party, if the parties in the call do not belong to the same organisation.

Option 2.

The voice media flow may be routed locally, under the control of the Primary MCPTT applications, through an entity allowing the duplication of the media flow to the Primary MCPTT application(s).

The voice media flow for a group call shall be routed to the Group’s Primary MCPTT application, i.e. the application controlled by the organisation controlling the corresponding group.

The routing of media flow shall be end-to-end from transmitter to receiver(s), except for the PTT control function.
