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Abstract: This contribution asks the question what is the meaning of metadata since clause 10.3 defines the information flow.  A change is also proposed for clause 10.3.
Clause 10.3 defines the information flow for Subscription to MCPTT group metadata. However there does not appear to be clear corresponding requirements in TS 22.179.  In fact there appears to be a complete disjoint in meaning with the metadata requirements in TS 22.179, 6.16.4 and what this information flow is for.

The metadata requirements in TS 22.179, 6.16.4 refer to call details and records, while the information flow defined in 10.3 appears not to be about call details and records, but something else.

Since it is clear that these two meanings of metadata are not the same, at minimum an editor’s note must be added that this information flow has nothing to do with metadata as defined in TS 22.179, 6.16.4.

More appropriately the term, MCPTT group metadata, should be explicitly defined as to what MCPTT group metadata will be available as a subscription to explain this information flow and avoid confusion with TS 22.179 requirements and meaning of the term.

10.3.1
Functional description

The subscription to group metadata procedure is used by the MCPTT UE (i.e. Group management client) to indicate to the Group Management Server that it wishes to receive updates of group metadata for groups for which it is authorized.

This MCPTT group metadata is not the same metadata relating to MCPTT group calls and MCPTT private calls as defined in TS 22.179, 6.16.4.

Procedure

Procedure for subscription to MCPTT group metadata is described in figure 10.3.2-1.
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Figure 10.3.2-1: Subscription to MCPTT group metadata procedure

MCPTT UE (i.e. group management client) subscribes to the change of group metadata it has been provisioned and for which it is authorized.

2.
Group management server acknowledges the subscription.

3.
Initial content (or subsequent updates) of group metadata is notified to the MCPTT UE.

4.
Notification is acknowledged.
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
