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Abstract: To resolve editor’s note in private call subclause regarding private call release when MCPTT users are in multiple MCPTT systems.
1. Discussion
TS 23.179 subclause Private call in on network has following editor’s note in subclause 10.10.2.2.3 Private call release:

Private call release – Client initiated for MCPTT users in multiple MCPTT systems:
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Since the flow for private call release when the MCPTT users are in single MCPTT system and when MCPTT users are in multiple MCPTT systems are similar, it is proposed to resolve the editor’s notes by adding existing reference in 10.10.2.1.3.1 with description of differences rather than duplicating the flow.
2. Proposal

Based on the discussion above, it is proposed to add the following in TS 23.179.

Private call release – MCPTT users in multiple MCPTT systems

The procedure in this subclause is for the case where an MCPTT client is requesting to release an ongoing MCPTT private call (with or without floor control) established in either of the two commencement modes (manual or automatic), and the MCPTT users are in multiple MCPTT systems.

Procedures are similar to that are described for private call release when MCPTT users are in single MCPTT system as in subclause “10.10.2.1.3.1 Client initiated”, with the assumption that the MCPTT call end request and the corresponding acknowledgement are routed through the MCPTT server in partner MCPTT system.
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
