Trust domain

Various MC services for a given MCPTT user may not all be delivered from within the same trust domain. The following assumptions are specific to the MCPTT service.

For an MCPTT user of an MCPTT service, the trust domain consists of one or more MCPTT functions that are administered by the same or different service providers (e.g. MCPTT service provider, PLMN operator) that have an agreement to share sensitive information.

For the MCPTT service architecture, the following rules are implied for functions in different trust domains:

A public user identity mapped to an MCPTT ID shall not identify an MCPTT user in a different trust domain (see subclause 8.3.1); and
-
A public service identity mapped to an MCPTT group ID shall not identify an MCPTT group ID in a different trust domain (see subclause 8.3.2).
