Key issue x – MBMS usage in roaming, interconnect and migration scenarios
5.x.1
Description
In GCSE specification 3GPP TS 23.468 [9] there are two different roaming architectures defined. One of them is based on local breakout and the other one is based on home routed media. Besides the roaming architecture, the MCPTT requirements related to migration and interconnect will also makes the use of MBMS bearers more complex.
The study of this key issue should evaluate:
