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Abstract: This contribution provides the definition for a MC system
1. Discussion
In Release 13, the mission critical system definition only included delivery of MCPTT service and hence it was termed as MCPTT system. A mission critical service provider would be able to offer to the users, the MCPTT service for the private and group communications.

In Release 14, there are 4 specifications from SA1 viz., MCCoRe, MCVideo, MCData and MCPTT which specify the requirements to be supported by a mission critical system to enable a mission critical service provider/mission critical organization to offer several mission critical communication services to their users. A typical mission critical system will include:

a. Users

b. Groups

c. Mission critical services like MCPTT or MCVideo or MCData

d. Connectivity and bearer services provided by network operator.

e. UEs/Devices which have access to the mission critical services.

A mission critical system can offer a single MC service like MCPTT or MCVideo or MCData  and be called an MCPTT system or MCVideo system or MCData system respectively. 

According to certain requirements specified in MCCoRe, a MC SP can offer multiple MC services to their users for communications concurrently.

	[R-8.2.2-003] A user shall be able to transmit on one MCX Service and receive on another without service interaction limitations. 

[R-8.2.2-004] A user shall be able to transmit on different MCX Services at essentially the same time without service interaction limitations. 

[R-8.2.2-005] A user shall be able to receive on different MCX Services at essentially the same time without service interaction limitations except where services are competing for the same unsharable resource which may include the display, audio transducers, etc. 


To meet these requirements a system has to offer multiple MC services to its users and ensure the end user experience of concurrent communications on different MC services. This is possible when they are delivered from a single system.

Hence it is required to enhance the definition of a MCPTT system to a MC system which can offer one or multiple MC services.
Release 13 definition of MCPTT system:

MCPTT system: The collection of applications, services, and enabling capabilities required to provide Mission Critical Push To Talk for a Mission Critical Organization.
