Where communications with a partner MC system using interconnection are required, user authorization takes place in the serving MC system of the MC service user. The authorization process is specified 3GPP TS 33.180 [25].
10.6.3
Migration to partner MC system

When an MC service user migrates to a partner MC system, the MC service user must first authenticate to the primary MC system of that MC service user and obtain a security token, which is used to authenticate and obtain an access token in the partner MC system to which that MC service user wishes to migrate, in order to become service authorized in that partner MC system. The authentication and authorization processes are specified 3GPP TS 33.180 [25].
