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1. Introduction
In Rel-15 the support of functional aliases has been specified for the use within MCPTT group calls only. No other calls types are supported yet. Otherwise, stage 1 requirements claim that the support of functional aliases is not limited to MCPTT only, and not only to MCPTT group calls either.

Even if stage 1 requirements indicate that functional aliases support is not limited to certain services, it should be studied whether their use is beneficial for a specific service or configuration. E.g. useful for SDS, but not useful for data streaming. Or if a user applies several services, can an activated functional alias be used for more than service simultaneously? This and other questions should be addressed before going normative.
It is suggested to add a new key issue to address the general use of functional aliases within all existing communication scenarios described in TS 23.379, TS 23.281 and TS 23.282.   
2. Reason for Change
The existing use of functional aliases is limited to MCPTT group calls only.

It is proposed to add a new key issue on additional communication types using Functional aliases.

Key issue X – Additional communication types using functional aliases
Functional aliases were introduced in Rel-15 and the support of functional aliases within MCPTT group calls was specified. Other call or communication types were not addressed. According stage 1 the use of functional aliases shall be generic and applicable to all communication types, which requires various service specific considerations.
MCPTT procedures described in 3GPP TS 23.379 [7] for which functional alias support can be used:

Group calls (pre-arranged model, chat model, emergency, imminent peril, emergency alerts, broadcast, temporary)

-
Private calls (normal, emergency)
-
Others (ambient listening, remotely initiated, on/off-network)
MCVideo procedures described in 3GPP TS 23.281 [9] for which functional alias support can be used:

-
Group video calls (pre-arranged model, chat model, emergency, imminent peril, emergency alerts, broadcast)
-
Private calls (video pull and push, emergency)
-
Others (ambient viewing, capability exchange, transmission control, on/off-network, client query, video adaptation)
MCData procedures described in 3GPP TS 23.282 [10] for which functional alias support can be used:

-
Short data service (one-to-one, group, on/off-network)
-
File distribution (upload/download, one-to-one, group standalone, on/off-network)

Other (transmission and reception control, conversation release)
Gaps:

-
Identify those procedures from the list above for which the use of functional is beneficial.
-
Evaluate which modification to existing procedures and messages are needed to support functional aliases and describe them.

Study which configuration data is required and how it is stored and provided (e.g. user profile, service profile).
