Scope of meeting

1. The TSG-T1 contents of release’99 should be clear by now. This meeting will (maybe) approve the 2 first TSG-T1 specifications to a version 2, where after they could be raised to version 3 by TSG-T. After a version 3 approval, only the official Change Request control mechanism can introduce changes into the specifications.
The core specifications are large and not particular stable. This meeting must review the specifications (especially 34.121) and decide if they can be estimated to be 80% stable. The specifications must be able to stand alone, that means references to GSM test cases must be deleted, GSM specific text must be converted into 3G test descriptions (or deleted!) and the text itself must be clear and unambiguous (native English speakers – please help!). And, of course, cross references and other formatting issues must be solved before approval.


2. New structure? SMG is claiming that the responsibilities of SMG groups will be transferred to 3GPP. The exact form is yet unknown – it will give us a good opportunity to optimize our internal and external working interfaces. This meeting should see a lively discussion (and later consensus) on how this can be done. T1 chairman will present some proposals to start the discussion. 

Chairman’s input to meeting.
This is our sixth meeting. TSG-T1 has survived more than a year now. The members have met around the world and have gotten to know each other. 

The time has come for us to release our first specifications to version 3. This indicates that the approved specifications are stable and can be included in release ’99. Also we have had the financing of the 3 project teams approved by PCG and we should thereby be able to start the work on the TTCN test cases descriptions very soon. Many people have worked hard and considering the amount of incoming core specifications, the limited amount of time and resources, I think, that we can be satisfied with the level our specifications have reached.

Please be aware that we will try to have an electronic meeting this time – please all bring LAN cards, connectors and cables (and still the floppy disks and floppy drives!).
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
