4.1 Presentations

GCF3G-01-006 UICC/USIM Test Specification.

T3 chairman wanted the GCF to be aware of the USIM testing as well as the tests specifications by T1.  See doc GCF3G-01-006.

4.2 Scope and/or term of reference of 3GPP T1 and GERAN

Edgar Guillot explained the purpose of T1.

4.3 Scope and/or terms of reference of GCF

Again Edgar explained that the GCF was a partnership between manufacturers and network operators with the goal of harmonizing standards of conformance testing.  This involves the validation of test cases and mutual recognition of regional tests conducted using these tests.

4.4 What is needed by GCF?

There was a discussion about what was meant by ‘GCF includes 3G’

Chairman stated that as a basic requirement the GCF needs core specifications and test specifications.

Anritsu pointed out the problem with ‘GSM’ certification Forum.  Perhaps ‘Global’ certification forum.?

Nokia proposed an action plan for how we move forward.

Mannesman will attempt to set up an informal link with NTTDoCoMo through their internal structure.

The GCF should also attempt to contact other industry bodies such as ARIB.

4.5 How to manage it?

One input paper from Nokia.  4 key points.

Regulatory issues, which TCs are voluntary and which are regulatory.

There should be 2 working groups one for 2G and one for 3G

The work should be conducted as workshops

We should use informal links rather than LSs

It was suggested that T1 would like make an input document covering the issues of voluntary and regulatory.
