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Introduction

This meeting aimed to review a number of documents but in reality only managed to cover the first, and probably most important one. T2-010911 (S1-011321) ‘Liaison Statement on UE functionality split’.  The document is attached for reference.

This document uses the concept of a UE as being an MT (mobile terminal) and any number of TEs (Terminal Equipments).  An obvious example might be a PCMCIA MT plugged into an notebook PC, the TE.  


For T1 then the issue is can the TE play any part in the signalling process or affect the compliance of the MT to the conformance test specification ?

Conclusions from the LS and from the Meeting Discussion

The LS made it quite clear in sections 6.1.6 and 6.1.7 that the TE cannot be allowed to control the signalling of the MT other than through the defined AT command set.  Furthermore that any direct control such as S.I.P.,  shall not be possible up to and including release 5.  It will however be an issue for further study at release 6.
