The Infrared Data Association (IrDA) is examining IrOBEX to determine the feasibility of extending IrOBEX to allow for transport switching from one transport to another during an in-process transfer.  This would allow starting a transfer in one medium and completing it in another (e.g., IrDA to Bluetooth, IrDA to GSM).

From our previous discussions with each of your standards development organizations (SDOs), we know that each of your organizations have included the IrDA’s IrOBEX in various capacities in your standards.  As such, a change of this nature could presumably have an effect on your standards.  To minimize such an effect, we intend to set up a cross-SDO effort to address this extension.  We would welcome the opportunity to work with each of you again on this.  Would you be interested in participating in this with us?

IrDA is also examining the feasibility of setting up a ‘clearing house’ database of IrOBEX target headers so that some semblance of order is added to the process of assigning target headers.  Would you be willing to participate in this process with us, as well?
