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Synopsis

Proposal to the 3GPP MExE Group for a collaborative effort between the 3GPP MExE Group and the MExE Forum to make accurate and up-to-date MExE information publicly available to all interested parties and to market and promote the adoption of MExE.

Introduction

The MExE Forum is a growing group of companies involved in promoting, implementing and developing applications for the 3GPP MExE specification. The MExE Forum website is a centralized resource where MExE Forum members and interested parties can obtain information regarding MExE (and related technologies), as well openly share their views and ask questions. The MExE Forum also seeks to promote the adoption of MExE by, amongst other things, making comprehensive White Papers freely available and by keeping members up-to-date with monthly newsletters.

Background

The creation of the MExE Forum is the result of Ronin Wireless and it’s partner companies realizing the need for an online MExE community that provides up-to-date resources and information as well as promoting interaction between developers working within the MExE specification. Ronin Wireless took the initiative to register the domain name www.mexeforum.org and create a MExE Forum website. The resources for creating and maintaining the MExE Forum website are currently sponsored by Ronin Wireless. The MExE Forum, however, remains totally impartial and only has the promotion of MExE and the creation of an online MExE community as its goals.

The MExE Forum website currently provides information sourced mainly from the 3GPP website as well as from the WAP Forum and Java websites. This information is presented in a clear, easy-to-navigate manner with links to download additional information and documents from the 3GPP, WAP Forum or Java websites directly.

The MExE Forum website also contains many links to download development tools from Sun, Nokia, Ericsson and Phone.com among others. There is a discussion forum section where members can participate in group discussions or simply ask and answer questions. Examples of the discussion forums can be found in Appendix C.

The website also contains MExE related News, Conferences, Articles and Books. A screenshot of the MExE Forum website showing the homepage can be found in Appendix A.

Companies and individuals are encouraged to join the MExE Forum as members. There is no charge for membership and currently membership benefits include; having the member company’s logo and link placed on the site, opportunity to submit technology and news articles and the opportunity to suggest conferences and books to be added to the homepage. The MExE Forum website was launched only three months ago and already we have 28 Company Members and over 100 Individual Members. A list of these members may be found in Appendix B.

Proposal

Up until now, the 3GPP MExE Group has been busy attempting to specify a suitable application environment for next generation mobile devices. Additional resources now need to be devoted to encouraging developers, manufacturers, operators, etc. to adopt this new specification. With applications set to play a key part in the success of 3G technology, it is essential that more focus is placed on the marketing and promotion of MExE.

The MExE Forum proposes the following collaborative efforts in conjunction with the 3GPP MExE Group:

1. The 3GPP MExE Group uses the already established MExE Forum as its means to distribute MExE information to interested parties. Up-to-date information will be supplied to the MExE Forum by the 3GPP MExE Group for inclusion in the website. All information made publicly available on the MExE Forum website will be sanctioned by the 3GPP MExE Group.

2. At least one member of the MExE Forum will attend all 3GPP MExE Group meetings to obtain current information which is to be made publicly available on the MExE Forum website. This will ensure a much stronger working relationship between the 3GPP MExE Group and the MExE Forum and the integrity of all information provided.

3. Members of the 3GPP MExE Group contribute content (technology or business articles and news) to the MExE Forum for inclusion in the website. This will stimulate interest in MExE as well as promote understanding of this evolving technology.

4. The 3GPP MExE Group as well as individual members of the 3GPP MExE Group support the MExE Forum in hosting a MExE seminar/conference during the later part of 2001. This will enable Manufacturers, Network Operators, Developers and interested parties to share information, views and knowledge and in so doing further stimulate the growth of the MExE community. 

5. The 3GPP MExE Group and the MExE Forum work together to grow the MExE brand. This brand must then be associated with all MExE compliant devices and applications as well as specifications, websites and literature.

Potential Benefits to the 3GPP MExE Group

The proposal outlined above has the potential to provide a number of significant benefits to the 3GPP MExE Group and to MExE in general.

Increase public awareness of MExE. There is currently much hype over 3G but very little knowledge. It is in the interests of everybody concerned with MExE, to make information easily accessible to the public and to promote MExE as much as possible.

Increase developer accessibility to MExE. The next generation of mobile devices is going to be application driven and not technology driven. A developer community will promote the creation of MExE applications and will in turn stimulate demand for MExE devices.

Increase manufacturer interest in MExE. Manufacturers need to see MExE as the first choice in application environments to implement in their mobile devices. There must be no confusion as to what the benefits are.

Increase Network Operator support for MExE. Network Operators have much revenue to gain from the network utilization of mobile applications. Support for MExE from Network Operators will be invaluable as they have much to offer: marketing, money, resources, etc.

Ensure that all MExE information available in the public forum is accurate. There is currently very little MExE information available on the Internet and much of what is available is incorrect. The 3GPP MExE Group’s collaborative efforts with the MExE Forum will ensure that all information made publicly accessible by the MExE Forum is accurate.

No need to create or maintain a MExE website. The 3GPP MExE Group requires a dedicated website to make it’s work more publicly accessible and to promote MExE as the standard in mobile device application environments. By collaborating with the MExE Forum to maintain the MExE Forum website, the 3GPP MExE Group does not have to spend valuable time, money, resources or effort on creating and maintaining its own website.

Conclusion

We believe that the proposed collaboration between the 3GPP MExE Group and the MExE Forum has the potential to enhance and compliment work already planned by the 3GPP MExE Group, and to significantly increase the public awareness and developer accessibility of MExE. We look forward to hearing your response and welcome any comments you have on enhancing our website.
