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In Get Input command it is possible to define the minimum and maximum response length. Unfortunately it is not defined if the length is bytes or characters. It seems like both implementations exist. This causes problems with the UCS2 implementations, since one UCS2 character is 2 bytes long.

In 3G TS 31.111 the only statement for the response length in Get Input command is “the minimum and maximum acceptable lengths for the response from the user“.

From the application point of view it is very important that the response length is exactly defined. Depending of the implementation, the mobile requests either a too short or a too long response from the user nowadays. 
In the case of a too long response it can be impossible to store the whole response to the reserved field in the file on the card. In the case of a too short response, the whole idea of the minimum length value is spoilt.

Because the character type (SMS default alphabet or UCS2) for the user response is defined in the command qualifier it is possible to have two alternatives to solve this problem:

1) The response length is always defined as bytes
or

2) The response length is always defined as characters in the selected character type

It is necessary to clarify this ambiguous definition of response lengths in Get Input command.
