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T3 thanks S2 for their recent liaison statement (S2 Tdoc S2-013067/T3-010693), on IMS support by the smart card. T3 intends to produce a Work Item Description (attached), to complete this work incorporating their concerns as a set of working assumptions/requirements for their work.

S2 raised the following actions that they wanted T3 to answer in response to the liaison statement.

a) Can T 3 confirm (or deny) the limit of 4 active applications per UICC card? 

Yes the UICC card can only support 4 active applications at present on the UICC ME interface.

b) Is it possible to increase this number?

Yes this can be increased although it is part of the UICC specification (TS 102.221) and hence up to the ETSI working group SCP to address.  Although the UICC specification follows ISO 7816 part 4 that has the 4 logical channels restriction, however it is under review and may increase to 8.

c)
Can T 3 identify means to remove this restriction?

T3 can pass this requirement as mentioned in the answer to (b) to the ETSI work group SCP that handles the specification of the UICC.

T3 also note the next meeting request for a joint meeting at Cancun on the 26th November and may be able to have some experts attending this meeting. T3 looks forward to continuing their co-operation with S2 with respect to this matter.
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
