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SCaG has received a LS from T3 asking their support for a change on UE MMS service provisioning on the USIM for rel-4. (SCAG026_02 doc) 

SCaG supports this LSCR and would like to inform other GSMA groups on the different possible scenarios and explain why operators should support this CR and additional consequences for different implementations.

The following table summarizes different possible scenarios:

If this LS is not supported by T2, it would be possible to have duplication of data and allow ambiguity of the simultaneous provisioning data storage in the terminal and USIM. (This behavior has occurred in the past with the GPRS data fields on the SIM)

Possible impacts:

· If operators decide to launch 3G service with 2G SIM using Rel 4, and above 3G dual mode handset, then the UE should store MMS provisioning data.

· It solves the problem only when using a USIM. The specifications should also be changed to the following that “if a USIM is used without the provisioning data, MMS won’t be available”. (The handset won’t support any storage in the UE memory).

· It’s not affecting current MMS service deployment in 2G networks.

Recommendations:

· When defining a USIM it should be clear that, if MMS service is offered, the USIM should be configured.

· Request GSMA TWG, SERG and MSIG for additional evaluation and the support.
