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WLAN T3 splinter group report

This splinter group was held on the 21rst of May 2003 during the T3 plenary.

The agreed process was as follows:

1) go through all LS received and collect all requirements and advices from other groups. The following LS were considered:

T3-030331, T3-030332, T3-030337, T3-030345

2) write an LS back to these groups in order to ask for clarifications if needed :

T3-030411

3) review the technical inputs provided at T3

T3-030374,  T3-030383

4) review the proposed WID

T3-030375 (later revised to T3-030394)

1 – Incoming Liaison Statements

T3-030331 : LS from SA1 (asking T3 and S3 to find a solution for WLAN interworking with 3GPP networks using the (U)SIM)

Requirements:

SA1 is aware of 3 mechanisms, T3 could consider them:

· use of legacy SIM : EAP-SIM method could be used but with security problems

· secured SIM solution : 2 issues : short time frame, impact on frozen releases

· use of USIM : EAP-AKA

shall not impact existing WLAN authentication methods (IEEE protocols ?)

enhancements are optional

T3-030332 : LS from SA1 to SA2 CC:T3, S3 (asking that the solution should work for simultaneous access to WLAN and 3GPP)

Requirements:

· simultaneous WLAN and 3GPP access shall be possible:

· CS/WLAN simultaneous
· PS/WLAN simultaneous for access to different services
· Multiple device with several UICCs linked to the same subscription
· When entering I-WLAN area, PDP context not deactivated/ not GPRS detached
· Fraud detection : existing mechanism must/can apply

T3-030337 :  LS from SA2 to T3, CC: SCP, S3,S1 (23.234 gives some requirements, one of them being that backward compatibility must be ensured)

Requirements:

- 23.234 (scheduled in June 2003) will give requirements

- current version says that “Existing SIM and USIM shall be supported”

T3-030345 : LS from SA3 to T3, SA2, CC:SA2, SCP (EAP-SIM, EAP-AKA)

Requirements :

· EAP-AKA > EAP-SIM-secured > EAP-SIM

· EAP AKA is the preferred solution but needs 3G HLR

2 – Outgoing Liaison Statement

An LS back to SA1, SA2 and SA3 (Tdoc T3-030411) has to be drafted with a text similar at what follows :


From T3 perspective, 3 technical solutions are feasible that meet the S1, S2, S3 requirements we have at the moment:

1) EAP-SIM (with legacy SIM)

· no need to change 2G HLR nor SIMs

· security issues

· impact on T3 specs: none (all mechanisms in S3 specs)

2) Secured EAP-SIM

· no need to change the 2G HLR

· need to physically replace the SIM

· impact on T3 specs : yes (fair amount of work) and issue that SIM spec (51.011) is frozen.

· Some non-security related additions could be useful : provisioning files, etc…

3) EAP-AKA

· needs a 3G HSS/HLR (might be necessary anyway in Rel-5, because Rel-5 GSM terminals support USIM)

· possibly, could work with existing USIMs (R99-R5)

· impact on T3 specs : none if existing USIM (R99-R5) is used

· Some non-security related additions could be useful : provisioning files, etc…

Ask the same question as S3, which is if we need a SIM-based solution knowing that every MNO is considering migration to USIM in a few years time.

3 – Technical inputs

T3-030374 : Schlumberger : presentation of EAP support in smartcards

T3-030383 : Gemplus : EAP support in the SIM

The 2 proposed solutions are very similar, convergence should be easy. To be discussed further (T3 ad-hoc ?).
