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1. Overall Description:

T3 is aware of the ongoing work in other 3GPP committees in the area of Interworking WLAN, and is considering to enhance its specifications to support these efforts.

In this endeavour, T3 is informed of the so-called fast re-authentication mechanism, by which persistent storage of a list of re-authentication identities is used to enhance performance in power off/power on situations. If adopted, this mechanism would potentially affect T3 specifications, since the USIM could be used to perform the persistent storage. T3 has discussed a change request to its TS 31.102 specification to support this feature on the USIM.

Though similar enhancements are already in use for GERAN and UTRAN, it is still not clear to T3 whether 3GPP has reached a unified decision on that matter in the context of I-WLAN. Therefore, T3 would appreciate further information from SA1 on their requirements regarding fast re-authentication.

T3 appreciates SA1 guidance on the above issue and looks forward to further cooperation with other committees on this matter.
