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1. Overall Description:

T3 would like to thank SCaG for its LS SCaG Doc 31_015 (T3-040516) on the above topic. This was discussed, together with a proposed solution (CR T3-040414) and T3 would like to make the following comments:

The proposed solution CR was considered adequate in principle, however there already exists a capability in the network/handset called CB-DRX, which T3 understands can be used to limit cell broadcast monitoring and therefore sustain battery life. T3 proposed that this potential alternative solution is considered first.

Even if the existing CB-DRX capability is not able to meet the SCaG requirement, T3 recommends that consideration is made for CB-DRX to be enhanced, instead of creating a new feature.

Upon input from T2, if it is found that CB-DRX cannot fulfil the requirement, then upon request from SCaG, T3 will seek to approve CR T3-040414 in its current form.

The key question is whether cell broadcast page data controlled by CB-DRX is still passed onto the USIM in the normal way (via a USAT Event Download).

The overall requirement is to limit the monitoring performed by the handset for CB data required by USAT. Currently, the handset monitors for CB pages all the time, negatively impacting battery life.

2. Actions:

T3 asks T2 group to investigate and report the suitability of CB-DRX for the intended operation, in time for the next SCaG meeting in Singapore, 29 Sep 2004.

Specifically, T3/SCaG would like to know if CB-DRX:

(i) is sufficient in its current form;

(ii) requires modification, or;

(iii) is not suitable to meet the requirement and another solution should be found.
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
