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1. Overall Description:

3GPP-T3 asks kindly ETSI-SCP to consider a modification of TS 102 223 (CAT).

Below an extract of TS 102 223 V6.7.0 section 6.4.13:

" If the terminal supports the Last Number Dialled service, the terminal shall not store in EFLND the call set-up details (called party number and associated parameters) sent by the UICC in this command."

This sentence refers to a specific service & file defined by 3GPP (LND), which exists on the SIM but not the USIM.

It has also been drawn to T3's attention that the OPEN CHANNEL command has a similar requirment.

T3 would suggest making the sentence more generic, so that it can apply to SIM & USIM, or that it is up to the application to specify.
