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Abstract

A text is proposed for 3G TR 31.900 " SIM/USIM Internal and External Interworking Aspects" in order to describe how an UICC considers the difference and does the mapping between 3G PINs and GSM CHVs. 

New text

PIN supported

In 3G mode, 8 application PINs with global key reference are available and the UICC supports also up to 8 local PINs with specific key reference. Local PINs can only be used within an ADF. Up to 10 ADM PINs can be defined. A replacement PIN, called universal PIN, may exist.

In GSM mode, only CHV1, CHV2 are available. They both apply to files within DFGSM and DF TELECOM. Up to 11 ADM PINs can be defined

Rule for CHV1










CHV1 can be mapped to any application PIN with a global key reference (including the universal PIN), but only one at a time.

Rules for CHV2

CHV2 can be mapped to the corresponding local key reference belonging to the USIM application to which the CHV1 is mapped.

In the 2G context, this PIN is seen as a global one, in the 3G context, it is seen as a local one.

When the UICC is in 2G mode, the DFTELECOM is considered as part of the SIM application (together with DFGSM). When in 3G mode, the DFTELECOM is considered as a standalone DF.

Rules for Local PINs
GSM does not support the use of local pins, hence there is no correspondence for local pins.

Rules for ADM codes :

It's totally up to the operator to define how GSM ADM PINs are mapped to 3G ADM PINs.
