	The “N/A” field is not necessary, since UE only reports the ATG specific TA value in ATG cell, and NTN specific TA value in NTN cell. UE cannot work on both ATG and NTN cell simultaneously.
Current description in the Timing Advance part has already make it clear. 
Timing Advance: In FR1, the Timing Advance field indicates the least integer number of slots for NTN or symbols for ATG, using subcarrier spacing of 15 kHz for NTN and either 15KHZ or 30KHz for ATG, greater than or equal to the Timing Advance value (see TS 38.211 [8], clause 4.3.1).
