· Completion of Objective-2, studying architecture frameworks and technical enablers for AI Native (non-radio aspects), identifying possible architecture directions and common frameworks for integration of AI Native approaches in networks, supporting customization, optimization and validation of AI native networks, and studying and developing PoCs on feasibility and relevance of certain AI Native approaches in telecommunication networks.
· Extension of Objective-3, on knowledge dissemination, continuing to build a community to unify the concepts, develop common understandings to the benefit of the global community, identifying stakeholders with whom ITU-T could collaborate to contribute to the pre-standardisation activities, and collaborating with stakeholders to implement the PoC designs for studying the feasibility of certain concepts.
