This project is named “MMN-VNF”.

Cooperation principles

The MMN-VNF shall be managed with emphasis on cooperation, reaching compromises and achieving consensus. 

The following cooperation principles shall be used:

1. For NS LCM (clause 7.1.2 of [1]), ETSI owns, produces and maintains ETSI stage 1/2/3 specifications on Os‑Ma-nfvo reference point (defined in [1]) and would consider 3GPP SA5 inputs on requirements.

2. For VNF package management (clause 7.2.1 of [1]), VNF software image management (clause 7.2.2 of [1]) and VNF LCM (clause 7.2.4 of [1]), ETSI owns, produces and maintains ETSI stage 1/2/3 specifications on Ve‑Vnfm-em reference point (defined in [1]) and would consider 3GPP SA5 inputs on requirements.

3. For VR fault information (clause 7.3.5 of [1]) and PM information (clause 7.3.4 of [1]), ETSI owns, produces and maintains ETSI stage 1/2/3 specifications on Ve-Vnfm-em reference point (defined in [1]) and would consider 3GPP SA5 inputs on requirements.  

4. For FM, PM and CM of VNFs/PNFs corresponding to 3GPP-defined NEs, 3GPP owns, produces and maintains 3GPP stage 1/2/3 specifications on all interfaces and would consider ETSI IFA inputs on requirements. 
5. For FM, PM, CM and policy management of network services realized by VNFs/PNFs corresponding to 3GPP-defined NEs (i.e. Tenant Domain (see [2]) specific services), 3GPP owns, produces and maintains 3GPP stage 1/2/3 specifications on all interfaces and would consider ETSI IFA inputs on requirements. 

6. Any external communication or announcement (e.g. press releases, website) related to the MMN-VNF cooperation should be agreed by the Stakeholders.

Requirements and solution specifications decision making

Copyright and ownership

Each Stakeholder will have ownership (including copyright) of the technical specifications that they publish.
5.7
Resignation and dissolution

A Stakeholder can resign from MMN-VNF at any time. 

The MMN-VNF dissolves when the number of Stakeholders is one.
