The Rel-17 definition of the Energy Consumption (EC) of VNF/VNFCs (see TS 28.554 [X] – clauses 6.7.3.1.2 and 6.7.3.1.3) is valid for VM-based VNFs, i.e. when VNF/VNFC(s) are implemented on Virtual Machine(s) (VM).
ETSI ISG NFV started considering that VNF/VNFCs can be implemented using OS container technology (see e.g. [Y] and [Z]).
