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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks SA6 for sharing the key issues associated with the dynamic EAS instantiation triggering. The answers to SA6’s questions are shown below:
· How does the EES learn which EAS can be instantiated dynamically by the MnS?
SA5 >> SA5 defines a MnS to enable consumers to instantiate EAS VNFs. There is no difference as to whether the instantiation is dynamic or not. 
· What are the details of the interface/API interactions exposed by the MnS for the EES to utilize dynamic instantiation of EAS?
SA5 >> EAS instantiation needs to be authorized by operators, since EAS VNF needs to be instantiated in specific areas determined by operators, not by EES, as described in clause 7.3.3.1 in TS 23.558, and operators are responsible for the service charges associated with the newly instantiated EAS VNF instance. For EES triggered EAS instantiation, the EES can report the need of a new EAS VNF to mitigate the EAS discovery failure to the MnS producer that will send a notification to the operator. Then, operator can use the EAS VNF instantiation procedure to instantiate the EAS if the operator decides to do so.
